The altitude events began the day. Random altitude proved a challenge to most modelers. 105
meters was randomly chosen at the beginning of the meet. Hannah Cziryak topped A Division

with only a 5.7% error, while Scott Alexander came in with only 1% error after suffering a track
lost on his first attempt. A Altitude proved to be a challenge for the trackers with most

modelers opting for a minimum diameter, small model. The benefits of tracking powder

became readily apparent.  After suffering a lost track on their first at tempt, the Jedi Knights had
the high flight of the day at 215 meters flying off their short piston launcher to lead Team

Division. Alyssa Stenberg topped A Division at 199 meters. Ted Schaetzle topped C Division at

156 meters. Many of the other C Divisi on entries were having difficulty getting tracks to close.

The timing events presented a few challenges. Living
Duration was flown. This was the first time for many modelers to fly MicroMax motors and

most were up t o the challenge.
